	The group of ‘Myotis’ species we find most often in the North East have very variable call frequencies, so can be tricky to identify for beginners. Watch for their rapid call rate and vertical patterns on the tablet.

	Brown long-eared
	V.quiet
	~35
	The BLE can often be found in more rural areas, usually associated with areas of woodland or tree cover, and won’t normally appear until conditions are much darker. Their call has been described as ‘wet sounding’, and they’re very agile in the air.
